Thanks for reading through New Life’s 2023
summer camp program brochure. Within these
few short pages are the hope and promise of a
tremendous summer camp experience for children
in grades 1-12. New Life Bible Camp exists to
provide an outdoor camp experience that blends
God’s Word with a whole bunch of fun. Our

goal this summer is to teach the campers how
to read, study, and apply the Bible.
